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(1) In dislricls with over 200,000 ADA, a petition to reorganize a district
into two or more districts may be signed by 8% of the registered
voters. EC §35700(b).

{2) The SBE, as lead agency for CEQA, must comply with provisions of
CEQA before approving a unification if it delermines that the
unification is a project under CEQA.
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
